@ Hide a large amount of play money in different
places around the room. accurately.

@ Divide the students into teams and tell them @ The team that found the most money (and counted it
that their task is to find as many bills as possible

in S minutes.

accurately) wins.

Level of Learning

Level One: Hide less money, and use lower denominations.  Level Two: Follow the activity as written above.

Assist the students when they are counting the money.
Level Three: Hide more money and multiple denominations.
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
